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Good Times Bar & Grill 

The Wauneta Chamber is proud to recognize Good Times Bar & Grill as our Business of the Month! 

Located at 318 N. Tecumseh, Good Times Bar & Grill has been a staple in Wauneta for more than 40 years. Originally 
opened in February 1981 by Marv Hamilton, this hometown favorite continues its legacy today under the ownership of 
Angela Geihsler, who purchased the business in December 2024. 

Angela’s journey with Good Times began long before ownership. She started working at Good Times in August 2008 as 
a very part-time weekend and evening waitress. From the very beginning, she loved the people, the atmosphere, and 
the small-town charm the bar provided. Over the years, the opportunity to purchase the business presented itself more 
than once—but this time, everything aligned. Now, she’s grateful to take her turn carrying on a tradition that has served 
the Wauneta community for decades. 

Good Times employs five weekly staff members, one seasonal employee, and of course Angela and Nicolas—making it 
a dedicated and hardworking team behind the scenes. While guests see the friendly faces and welcoming smiles, 
Angela emphasizes that what many may not realize is the amount of work that happens before the doors open and after 
they close. In a small, “rustic” kitchen, the team puts in countless hours to ensure every meal and experience comes 
together seamlessly. 

What You’ll Find at Good Times Good Times offers an expansive menu full of classic bar favorites—

appetizers, burgers, chicken, fish and shrimp, pizza, and a daily lunch special. Beyond the food, guests can enjoy a 
pool table, KENO, and a growing lineup of fun events. The last Saturday of every month features karaoke, and there 



are plans to introduce trivia nights and additional gaming options such as pickle cards and freestanding machines. They 
also offer off sale beer and liquor. 

But what truly sets Good Times apart isn’t just the menu—it’s the feeling when you walk through the door. 

It’s that small-town, “everybody knows your name” atmosphere. No matter the time of day, you’ll likely find locals 
gathered around enjoying a drink, sharing stories, or welcoming someone new. At Good Times, no one leaves a 
stranger. 

Mission & Milestones 

Angela’s philosophy is simple yet powerful: to provide a family-friendly, judgment-free space where strangers become 
regulars. It’s a place between home and work where people connect, laugh, unwind, and feel welcome. 

One milestone she’s especially proud of is making it through the first year of ownership—a huge accomplishment in 
today’s small business climate. 

Community Connection 

Community support has been everything to Good Times. From daily lunch crowds and KENO regulars to post-game 
gatherings and weekend visitors, every person who walks through the door helps keep the business thriving. 

Good Times is an active member of the Wauneta Chamber and ABATE of Nebraska. They participate in Harvest Fest 
each year—complete with the famously chaotic quarter beer special—and have supported numerous local events. The 
team has catered and bartended for Chamber functions, Village events, Celebrate Wauneta, and the Fireman’s Ball. 
They also support local school programs through donations and provide space for meetings. 

Angela credits the Wauneta Chamber with supporting Good Times “in every way”—from hosting lunch meetings at the 
bar to word-of-mouth promotion and local-first advocacy. Her advice to other businesses? Get involved. The support 
behind the Wauneta Chamber is rewarding in all aspects, and she hopes to become even more involved in the coming 
year. 

Looking Ahead 

The future is full of goals and growth for Good Times. Angela plans to continue refining the menu—bringing back old 
favorites while introducing new items. Event nights like trivia are in the works, along with expanded gaming options. 
There are also plans to revamp and enhance the building’s front exterior to create an even more inviting destination. 

Ultimately, the goal is simple: to create an atmosphere everyone can enjoy.

When asked her favorite part of owning Good Times, Angela didn’t hesitate—the people. From longtime local families to 
travelers just passing through, every person has a story, a joke, or a memory to share.
